Television in Bogota, Colombia
purchased one of the first Egripment

Boots, the Managing Director of
Egripment USA, Inc, visited RCN
after the Scanner System arrived
and gave their personnel training in
the operation of this system.
Recently, Boots made another visit
to RCN with CongoFilms Americas,
our representative in Colombia, to
go over RCN's current equipment
with them and suggest needed
repairs, upgrades or additions.
While doing this, Boots noticed that
one of the RCN Scanner Remote
Heads wasn't quite as smooth as he
liked and asked how long this
particular one had been in service
and how often it had been used. It
appeared to be the first one they
had purchased and it was about

5 years old. They also said that it
had worked 5 or 6 days a week all
that time, on 5 shows a day! Boots
then asked how many days it had
been "down" for repairs during that
period. The maintenance manager
for RCN could only remember an
“out of service” for 2 days in total.

Scanner System in use recently, on
one of its 5 daily shows. That is
the type of story that Egripment
always likes to hear, and it is typical
of the results that clients get
from our equipment. In the long
run, our products tend to be the
least expensive equipment to own,
because they last long and are
very reliable.

Christian WYSIWYG Filmworks and Egripment Support Systems

FIRST CARBON FIBER XTREME T12
sold to Christian WYSIWYG Filmworks

Egripment's Constant A. Tresfon, WYSIWYG's Richard
Gazowsky and Titus Watts, and Egripment's Boots

Christian WYSIWYG Filmworks hopped onto a plane to
Egripment BV Holland three weeks before the N.A.B. and
placed a down payment on the first production model T-12
Carbon Fiber crane. It was purchased by Christian
WYSIWYG Filmworks of San Francisco, California. This is
the first telescopic crane made out of carbon fiber and
will revolutionize the way mation pictures are made in the
future. WYSIWYG's president Richard Gazowsky said,
“Since we are filming our next film “Gravity-The Shadow of
Joseph” in 70 mm, it was important that we had a crane
able to handle the headload and headspeed and also able
to meet WYSIWYG's audio requirements. This will be the
first mation picture to record the production audio with
the new DSD format developed by Sony and Phillips. The
film has been funded and will ride on the success of Mel
Gibson's “The Passion of the Christ”, targeting the same
audience with its Biblical story of Joseph set in the far
future.”

Boots, the Managing Director of Egripment Support
Systems USA, when asked about the development of

the T-12 responded, “This crane has been in development for five years and
has cost our company several million dollars, but it has allowed us to
create an incredibly innovative design for the professional movie industry.
We are glad to have Christian WYSIWYG Filmworks and their new
production on board.”

Richard Gazowsky, President and Titus Watts, Key
Grip for Christian WYSIWYG Filmwaorks, travelled
to Holland to view Egripment's manufacturing
process. Mr. Watts commented after the
experience, “Their use of computer controlled milling machines and lathes
ensured that the precision of a crane of this type would be met to exacting
specifications. Though this was impressive, it was not the deciding factor.
The price is what caused us to go with Egripment’s T-12 carbon fiber crane.
We had previously approached an aerospace company that works exclusively
with carbon fiber to build one of the cranes for our company only to discover
that Egripment was already well on the way to finishing a design of the one we
envisioned. Since we are filming in 70mm we had very specific requirements
about how this crane should operate. The T-12 met all of them without
incurring the high cost of development.” Richard Gazowsky concluded,
“Christian WYSIWYG
Filmworks has a mandate
to lead the movie industry
in technology and to
become the Rolls Royce of
Christian film making.”

Well, actually we weren't lost at all,
but these photos show some nice
scenes which were shot for an
ABC/Disney pilot called “Lost”.
Created by J.J. Abrams, who also
produced “Alias” and Damon Lindelof
who did “Crossing Jordan”, this is
an action adventure TV pilot series
shat on the island of Oahu in Hawaii.
The story is about an airliner,
returning to the U.S. and running
into severe turbulence, which forces
the aircraft to crash land on a
deserted tropical Island.

48 survivors of the crash are on
their own trying to survive in the
wild. There is an added twist to the
story when the survivors run into
some sort of “Creature” on the
Island. But readers should watch the
series to learn more.

15 of these
complete units are being used for the first time during
the Olympics.

The choice for the Scanner Elite Cranes and Elite
Remote Heads is based on the very reliable performance
of the crane and remote head, which has been proven
throughout the world.

It is easy to change the length of the arm quickly and it
is perfectly accessible for use with all ENG cameras. It
also offers perfect performance in very hot and very cold
weather situations, which helps to make the Scanner
Elite the Gold Winning Camera Crane of the year.
